I. Opening comments by Vice-President Ian Raeburn

Welcome of members and new neighbors given.  Approval of minutes from September 2010 meeting.  

II. Officer’s Reports/Committee Chair Reports

A. President’s Report – Tony Goodwin

The President yielded time to Lee Cherry to speak.

B. Vice-President’s Report – Ian Raeburn

The Vice-President made no report.  

C. Secretary’s Report – Alycia Hemingway

The Secretary was absent.

D. Treasurer’s Report – Helen Edge

The Treasurer made no report.

E. Traffic/Safety Report – Officer Baker

Officer Baker answered questions by members.  Barking Dogs should be called into the police department if prolonged and becoming a nuisance.  There has been parking at 50 Webster, a PRHA property and this should be called into the police as it is trespassing and these properties are monitored by the police department.  Stop sign enforcement at Naval/Hatton intersection is working.  The speeder on Park View Avenue has been caught!  Members were given two recommendations by Officer Baker: 1.) Turn on outside lights and 2.) Make sure to discreetly dispose of refuse from high dollar item (i.e. – tv or computer boxes).   Friday October 29th, the City will be having Safety Town for kids to Trick or Treat.  Member asked if trees to be trimmed near stop signs.  It was also asked if speed bumps could be installed in the neighborhood.  Officer Baker said that residents could use MyNeighborhoodUpdate.net to see local crime information and locations.  Officer Baker will give Reverse 911 information out at the next meeting.

III. Guest Speakers

A. Mayoral Candidates Open Floor

Mark Geduldig-Yatrofsky has withdrawn from the campaign and has given his support to Kenny Wright.

IV. Old Business

A. Safety – Naval Hospital Exit/School Signage

The Naval Hospital Exit issue and school signage/painting is still in limbo and not resolved.  A suggestion was made to form a steering committee for traffic issues.  Officer Baker said traffic engineering is who this committee should speak with.

B. “Experience of Portsmouth”

City Park Picnic Areas were said to be terrific places to enjoy the outdoors.  The restaurants 619 Cantina and Gosport Tavern on High Street were also said to be great places to enjoy.  The Loop was also touted as a nice resource that the City has free of charge for residents to use which comes to Parkview and “loops” back to downtown.

C.  Letter of Petition for Crab Shack Property

The letter approved last month was not sent to the City in order to wait for sentencing of the two offenders which will take place on October 26th.

D. Park View Clean-Up 9/11

It was reported that this event had a good turnout, with almost 25 people helping to clean up the neighborhood.  Afterwards the group enjoyed some food and friendship in the Church parking lot.

In addition he expressed concern that green and recreational spaces in the City are disappearing at an alarming rate.
